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The Town Mayor and Councillors of Telscombe Town Council are extremely pleased to announce that 
the Council was awarded  ‘Quality Town Council Status’ on  6th March 2009.

Hon. The Earl of Lytton, President of the National and Sussex Association 
of Local Councils, presented the Council with its Quality Town Council certificate,

It will keep food 
local and access to the fresh produce should 
improve the health of both parties. 
Garden owners will decide how much of their 
garden they are prepared to make available to 
the grower, and in return the grower will agree 
to undertake routine garden tasks such as 
mowing and weeding.  Any produce from the 
garden will be shared between the garden 
owner and grower.  No money should be paid 
to owner or grower and for security all growers 
will need a CRB check.

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Mobile Phones - (1) The worldwide emergency number for a mobile is 112.  If 
you find yourself out of area coverage for your network in an emergency, dial 112 
and the mobile will search any network to establish the emergency number for 
you, even if the keypad is locked.  (2) If you have locked your keys in the car, you 
have remote keyless entry and the spare keys are at home, call someone at 
home on their mobile from your mobile.  Hold your phone about a foot from your 
car door and have the person at home press the unlock button on your keys while 
holding it near their mobile phone and you will find the car will unlock (distance no 
object).  (3)  If your mobile battery is very low, press the keys *3370# and it will 
restart with a 50% increase in battery power.  (4) You can easily disable a stolen 
mobile phone, but first you need the serial number. Key in *#06# and a 15 digit 
code will appear on the screen.  Write this unique number down and keep it safe.  
If the phone is unfortunately stolen, contact your service provider and give them 
this number.  They will block the handset so even if the thief changes the SIM, it 
will be totally useless.  You won’t get your phone back, but at least you know 
whoever stole it can’t sell or use it.  ATM’s  - If you should ever be forced by a 
robber to withdraw money from an ATM machine, you can notify the Police by 
entering your pin number in reverse. ie, 4321 instead of 1234.  It will still dispense 
the money, but the Police will be immediately dispatched to the location.
