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Those of you who have been past the Civic Centre re-
cently will have noticed a great change at the front of the 
building following the removal of Lewes District Council’s 
air monitoring unit.   
The frontage of the building has been greatly enhanced by 
its removal and is now clearly visible from the South Coast 
Road.  Blinds have been fitted on the front windows for 
hirer’s privacy. 
 

If you venture inside you will see more changes taking place.  The 
wall of the Council Chamber leading to the Exhibition Area has now 
been removed (as can be seen from the photo)  and will soon be re-
placed with folding sliding doors.  This area will then open up to a  
large versatile space which will greatly improve the asset value of the 
Civic Centre, being ideal for weddings, parties and other functions.   
 

Tin School Reunion The Civic Centre was very pleased to be 
the chosen venue for this year’s Tin School Reunion. On the 27th April, almost 70 people, former 
pupils and their guests, travelled from near and far to reminisce over a delicious lunch. Photo-
graphs of the school and its pupils were on display and other visitors to the Centre enjoyed seeing 
these.   The Tin School opened in September 1926 where Downlands Court stands today. Mal-
colm Troak’s book “Peacehaven’s Old Tin School”, tells us that the school was built of corrugated 
iron with earth closets, the classrooms were lit by hurricane lamps and heated by coke stoves. 
Around 900 children were educated there between 1926 and 1938. The book also records that 
Charles Neville’s South Coast Land and Resort Company was initially approached to provide a 
site, but the offer of the old Telscombe Cliffs Post Office (Cliffs Club), now the site of Telscombe 
Civic Centre, was rejected on the grounds that the rooms were too small and there was little or no 
room for expansion!
